d’Arenberg Winery 



d’Arenberg is one of the most significant wineries in McLaren Vale, Australia. In 1912 Joseph Osborn, a teetotaler and director of Thomas Hardy and Sons purchased the well established Milton Vineyards of 25 acres in the hills just north of the townships of Gloucester and Bellevue, now known as McLaren Vale. d’Arenberg wines have become very fashionable, having gained a significant national and international profile in less than 20 years.  
The winemaking processes of the past have been maintained, capturing the unique small-batch character of the wines and the true flavor of the McLaren Vale region. All grapes, red and white, are basket-pressed. The reds are still traditionally fermented with the grape skins (caps) submerged in open wax-lined concrete fermenters utilizing the age-old technique of foot-treading.
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
